Pursuant to the authority of lowa Code section 256.7(5), the State Board of Education
hereby proposes to amend Chapter 102, “Procedures for Charging and Investigating
Incidents of Abuse of Students by School Employees,” lowa Administrative Code.

The proposed amendment conforms to 2011 lowa Acts, House File 645, section 95,
requiring certain duties of the board of directors of a school district and the authorities in
charge of a nonpublic school when an employee is under investigation for an allegation
of abuse under these rules and when a finding is made that an employee’s conduct
constitutes a crime.

After analysis and review of this rule making, no impact on jobs has been found.

An agencywide waiver provision is provided in 281—Chapter 4.

102.5(5) Place on administrative leave a school employee who is the subject of an
investigation of an alleged incident of physical or sexual abuse under this chapter, once
the Level One investigator has determined that the written complaint is investigable
under rule 281—102.3(280).

102.5(6) Report the results to the board of educational examiners of an investigation

that finds that the school employee’s conduct constitutes a crime.
