For out of state placements of Iowa students with disabilities:
If the out of state placement is court ordered and initiated by DHS or Juvenile Court Services the special education instruction and support services must be broken down separately on any billing and on the contractual agreement to explicitly state responsibility for services that are unique to the individual student IEP.  The treatment and rehabilitative services of the child proposed by the out of state agency to serve the needs of the child placing agency would be determined between the out of state facility and the child placing agency (from Iowa).  
The days of the school year are calculated by the sending/resident school district and state. In Iowa, districts are required to provide a minimum of 180 days of school. ESY must be on the IEP as written from the resident district prior to placement if it is to be considered for an out of state placement. If changes are to be made to the IEP, the out of state placement must present data to the resident district in Iowa for consideration for any changes to the IEP. A district representative and the parent must be included in any IEP meetings during the course of a student’s stay. (Iowa Administrative Code 281—41.352(2).  

Special education in Iowa is not calculated on a per diem rate. Therefore, a facility that bills a district strictly on a per diem rate without regard to actual costs of the special education provided, that is unique to the individual student, risks not being paid.  Districts in Iowa can only pay for special education services and supports that are specifically stated on the IEP and are unique to the individual student. 
If the student is parentally placed in a private agency (Iowa rules 281—41.129, 281—41.130) or is considered a voluntary, non-child welfare case by DHS/JCS and the district did not initiate the placement, the Iowa District would not responsible for the educational costs of the child. 
Assurances 
This facility gives the Iowa Department of Education the following assurances:

a. The provisions of Title 34 C.F.R. Pt. 300--Assistance to States for the Education of Children with Disabilities, will be observed and followed with respect to each child from Iowa who is receiving a special education program while at this facility.
b. All education administrative, instructional and support services personnel, serving Iowa students requiring special education, hold appropriate SEA certification or licensure (including endorsements and approval areas) comparable to the certification or licensure required for personnel serving similar students requiring special education in the public schools of this State.  

c. All personnel supported by special education tuition are involved in providing the student’s special education, and goals and objectives specific to their participation contained in the student’s IEP.
d. A contract for paying services to be provided and for paying special education instructional, support or related costs will be jointly held by the sending district, the AEA and this facility.
e. Prior to, or at the time of admission, this facility will request education records and the current IEP from the sending district.
f. The sending district will be invited to attend each meeting called to develop, review or revise a pupil’s IEP. The parent and LEA/AEA must participate in and agree to any IEP revision(s) initiated by the out of state educational placement.
g. The sending district will receive a copy of the current IEP each time an IEP is developed or revised.
h. Periodic progress reports for the pupil will be sent to the sending district.
i. The sending district (LEA) and Area Education Agency (AEA) will be notified, in advance, of the date and involved in, the transition planning for the student to return to the sending district from this facility.
j. The out of state educational program will provide all information required to demonstrate compliance with these assurances, as well as any information requested by the LEA/AEA.
