Purpose:  The purpose of this study was to evaluate the effectiveness of tutoring provided by a community partner and video self-modeling on reading fluency and comprehension

Description of subjects:  (Include number of participants, age, SES, etc.)  4 first grade students with reading disabilities.  Rural Hawaii school, all students native Hawaiian. 3 of 4 repeating grade one and all reading below fluency for grade level.

2.  Describe the strategy/model, program, material, or intervention.

Six phases of the design for each target behavior were: 1) baseline, 2) tutoring to increase reading fluency, 3) tutoring plus video self-modeling, 4) tutoring to increase reading comprehension, 5) tutoring plus video self-modeling, and 5) follow-up.

3. Describe the design of the study (sample selection, assignment to treatment, controls, length of intervention, etc.)

A single-subject-multiple-baseline design was replicated with each of four participants.

Assessments of the students were conducted pre- and post-intervention (see #4).  A focus group interview of parents, teachers and tutors was conducted following the study to determine their satisfaction with the interventions and outcomes.

The study examined the effects of two independent variables: community partner tutoring and video self-modeling, as they were applied to two dependent variables: reading fluency and comprehension skills.  Data on teacher ratings of student behavior were also collected.  A single-subject-multiple-baseline design was replicated with each of four participants.

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5. Briefly describe and summarize the results of the study. 

Tutoring by a community partner and video self-modeling increased both reading comprehension and fluency skills.  The greatest rate of increase in fluency was noted when video self-modeling was used. Reading comprehension protocol allowed all 4 students to make gains in both fluency and comprehension.   Video tape of students involved in comprehension protocol consolidated gains and reduced variability.  Oral and written comments from parents, tutors and teachers showed that stakeholders rated the project highly and valued the student improvement in reading and behavior.

Summary:
In this rural Hawaii study, teachers and parents selected four 1st grade students who were experiencing delays in reading fluency and comprehension skills to receive tutoring and video self-modeling interventions.  A multiple-baseline design was used to observe the effect of each intervention on reading fluency and comprehension skills.  Reading fluency doubled for three students and quadrupled for the fourth after 8 weeks.  Reading comprehension reached pre-established criteria.  Follow-up indicated that gains maintained for 6 months and generalized to classroom and home.

Limitations:  Single subject research design poses a threat to external validity; results cannot be assumed to apply to a larger population; additional higher level thinking requires how and why questions; creating videos of complex skills might be investigated to achieve benchmarks in an individual education program.
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
