Students in the Wethersfield Public Schools were introduced to the SIM model in 1988.  Multiple teachers and schools were involved in the application of the model in special and general education programs.  After 7 years the SIM model is embedded in the educational system.  


Clayton High School in Clayton, Missouri had six freshmen students diagnosed with learning and language disabilities planning to enter high school in the fall.  Clayton High School was in the process of eliminating all basic or low-track courses.  Teachers were concerned with how these students would handle regular classes.

There are three main strategies used in the SIM model with the district wide case study.

These strategies and routines were embedded into the instructional practices of all teachers.

The school level case study used a different approach to embed instructional strategies.


Learning Strategies Interventions were developed to help students with learning disabilities.  The planning year required resource and general education teachers to co-teach a basic English class to test methods to be used in future heterogeneous English classes.  The following steps were used:

1) The academically diverse English class was divided into two groups of students who were either novice or experienced learners.  The novice group was assigned to the resource teacher and the experienced group assigned to the general education teacher.

2) The course schedule was organized so that the sentence-writing strategy was taught 3 days a week.

3) Group instruction techniques were designed so that a thorough review of strategies taught earlier could be reviewed and a brief model of a new dimension of the strategy could be introduced.  

The implementation year resulted in collaborative planning with a focus on English and Science.  The English, science, and special education teachers prepared extensive strategies and co-teaching training.  The strategy chosen used parts of the paragraph-writing strategies with various graphic organizers and other prewriting skills integrated into the writing instruction.  The science classes used various types of strategic instruction that would be modeled in the science and resources classrooms.  All teachers used content enhancement routines.  The literature-based concepts were taught using concept mastery routines in English class which included symbolism, analogy, allusion, and theme as well as rhetorical concepts of narration and exposition.  

3. Describe the design of the study (sample selection, assignment to treatment, controls, length of intervention, etc.)

Two case studies were presented.  Both were very different in the way they approach the development and implementation of strategies.  The information was not researched based.  

4. What instruments were used to collect data and what metric(s) (effect size, tests of significance, etc.) were used to report results?  (Include all measures of dependent variable as well as implementation, attitudes, etc.)

None-results were narrative by teachers involved in the case studies.  

5. Briefly describe and summarize the results of the study. 

Successful inclusion of students with learning disabilities into general education classes was evident only when the instructional conditions were supported by both the resource teachers and the general education teacher.  This required administrative and instructional adjustments with considerable time for planning and teaching.  

It was shown that students with mild disabilities can be successful in completing general education courses and be prepared to enter postsecondary options.  Inclusion worked in the district case study because it was supported by administration and teachers.
