Strategic Intervention Model (SIM) was developed by staff members at the University of Kansas Institute for Research in Learning Disabilities.

The instructional methodology used to teach the SIM strategies is composed of the following eight steps:

· Obtain a pretraining measure of the students’ skills and gain the students’ commitment for learning

· Make the students aware of the strategy steps, where the strategy can be applied, and how the strategy will benefit them

· Demonstrate for students how to use the strategy

· Ensure that the students master the use of the strategy and can name the strategy steps

· Ensure that the students master the use of the strategy in simplified materials/situations

· Ensure that the students master the use of the strategy in materials and situations similar to those encountered in mainstream environments

· Obtain a posttraining measure of the students’ skills

· Ensure that the students generalize the use of the strategy to the mainstream

The materials and procedures used for these steps have been empirically validated in a series of studies.  The role of the mainstream teacher, students, and others was explained in detail.

Research supports the academic success of at-risk students who effectively use instructional strategies and techniques supported by their resource and mainstream teachers.  The key element of the SIM model is the collection of validated teaching strategies and devices that can facilitate students’ understandings and retention of content information presented in the mainstream setting.  The most effective teachers are those that have the ability to manipulate, organize and present their content material in a way that is easy to understand and remember.
